
KidsFest 2009 scarecrow competition 

Conditions of entry 

All conditions listed below must be followed so you can be in the 

running for prizes and fame that will be on offer at KidsFest 2009. 

1. Build your biggest, your scariest, your funniest, or just your best scarecrow and put it on 

display at SPC Ardmona KidsTown for KidsFest 2009. 

2. Scarecrows must be handmade from scratch and not made in a factory or warehouse or bought 

in a retail or wholesale outlet. 

3. Your entry must be in “good taste.” SPC Ardmona KidsTown reserves the right to refuses to 

display your entry if the display is considered to be offensive. 

4. Judges decision is final. 

5. Delivery of Scarecrows: Scarecrows can be put on display from September 21st 2009. 

Bookings for delivery are required or you can bring your scarecrows to SPC Ardmona KidsTown 

from 12:00 noon to 4:00 p.m. September 29th 2009 or 9:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. on September 

30th, 2009. SPC Ardmona KidsTown Staff will be available to assist in locating your designated 

area for you scarecrow. All entries must be completed and in place by 12 Noon, September 

30th , 2009.    

6. Minimum scarecrow height is 500mm and the maximum height is 2.5metres. 

7. All scarecrow entries must be able to remain on display outside. They will need to be able to 

withstand all types of weather conditions for at least 3 weeks. All parts must be securely 

attached. SPC Ardmona KidsTown reserves the right to remove any scarecrow that does not 

hold up to these conditions. 

8. We strongly encourage you to visit your display often for periodic checks. During these times 

you may make any necessary repairs to your display. 

9. Your Scarecrow needs to be made so that it can be moved to another area within KidsTown if 

required. 

10. An entry form must be completed and the $5.00 entry fee must be paid before your 

Scarecrow can be put on display. 

11. SPC Ardmona KidsTown Staff will assist and give direction on where your display will be 

located at KidsTown, but it is up to you to make sure your display is safely secured. 

 



12. If your display requires up right support it is recommend that you make your scarecrow so a 

star picket can be fastened to it. I.e. with screws or attach a square piece of pipe that can 

slide over a star picket. No holes will be dug in the KidsTown grounds and KidsTown staff will 

be the only one that will put star picket into the ground due to OH&S reasons     

13. Your display may be a single scarecrow, a family or a group of up to a maximum of four. Your 

display must not be any wider than 2.5 metres in circumference.  

14. You may use props or accessories to enhance your scarecrow.  

15. Please attach a waterproof label with a basic description of your scarecrow which may include 

your name and some information about your scarecrows theme.  

16. The Number of entries may be limited, so enter early. 

17. SPC Ardmona KidsTown is not responsible for your scarecrows while it’s on display. 

18. Entries in the underage categories must be predominantly completed by children of that age 

group. Responsible adult/s can assist children in the development and in the placing of the 

scarecrow display.  

19. SPC Ardmona KidsTown reserves the right to develop all types of media coverage of scarecrow 

for publicity and promotion. 

20. All scarecrow displays and ornaments become the property of SPC Ardmona KidsTown once 

competition is completed, unless otherwise requested before scarecrow is put on display.
